On-Site Supervisors 

Wanted! 

On-Site Supervisors stay on 

campus once a week throughout 

the program to take roll, make 

sure all children are accounted 

for, assist wherever needed, and 

see that all children are picked 

up after classes.  Supervisors will 

be granted a tuition credit of $50 

to use towards your childôs ACE 

classes. 

 
 

Refunds 

Once classes have begun, tuition 

is generally non-refundable.  If 

your child registers late, misses 

classes or withdraws before the 

end of the session, you are still 

obligated for the full fees for that 

session.

Conduct 

Normal classroom conduct is 

expected of all ACE students and 

we generally have very few 

problems with the behavior of 

our students.  Children 

displaying unacceptable behavior 

will be issued a one-time 

ñBehavior Citation.ò  If a second 

citation is necessary, the child 

must speak to the school 

principal and may be dismissed 

from the ACE program without 

refund. 

Transportation 

ACE students must be picked 

up immediately after class.  

Arranging pick up is the 

responsibility of parents.  The 

school staff, ACE instructors 

and ACE volunteer site 

supervisors and monitors are 

not responsible for your child 

after class. 

 

Scholarships 

A limited number of 

scholarships are available for all 

classes, based upon need.  

Evaluation criteria include 

eligibility for free and reduced 

lunch and referrals from school 

staff.  Parents may apply for a 

scholarship covering up to one-

half of the tuition fee.  Please 

contact the front office for an 

application form or talk to your 

ACE Coordinator.
