CONTINUING CLASSES:
Unless noted otherwise in the
brochure, students in continuing
classes must submit a registration
form and payment for each ses-
sion.

CONDUCT: Normal classroom
conduct is expected of all ACE
students and we generally have
very few problems with the be-
havior of our students. Children
displaying unacceptable behavior
will be issued a one-time
“Behavior Citation”. If a second
citation is necessary, the child will
have to speak to the school prin-
cipal and may be dismissed with-
out refund.

SCHOLARSHIPS: A limited
number of scholarships are avail-
able for all classes, based upon
need. Evaluation criteria include
eligibility for free and reduced
lunch and referrals from school
staff. Parents may apply for a
